On 20 January, our Committee met with senior representatives from the
Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) to further our case for
a full time Community Broadcasting Licence. ACMA travelled to Bendigo on
the day and also met with other parties who are also applying for licences.

Our meeting went exceptionally well. The application we had lodged back in
October was acknowledged as being of a high standard and we were able to




answer any questions asked in a very intelligent and knowledgeable way. We
are fortunate that our members collectively have high level and varied
skills from the technical side of broadcasting through to more mundane
matters.

We have been told that we should be advised of the decision by the end of
February 2010. As an organisation of volunteers we have certainly done
everything right and many have worked above and beyond what would normally
be expected in trying to progress our licence application - it is all over
now - we must now just wait on the results of our endeavours.

HELP waApTED

time license within months, so with that possibility firmly in mind it is imperative that more
members step up with regards to volunteering in addition to presenting their shows.

The Committee and the few others who do assist have been under an ever-increasing workload
for some time now and cannot continue doing it all. Putting it simply, we are looking for people
who could perhaps join or create sub-committees such as:

KRAZY KRAIG’S KONSUMER REVIEW

#54 - COMPUTER SOFTWARE PACKAGES
Last year I upgraded my Girlfriend 4.0 to Girlfriend 4.1. This software package then later
installed itself as Fiancee 1.0, then to Wife 1.0 and it’s a real memory hog. It has taken up all my
space, and Wife 1.0 must be running before I can do ANYTHING.

It is also spawning Child Processes which are further consuming system resources. Some
applications, such as PokerNight 9.0, FishingTrip 6.5, and PubCrawl 7.0 are no longer able to run
in the system at all. Additional plug-ins were automatically installed without me acquiescing,
such as Mother-In-Law 1.0, and there is no uninstall feature for these plug-ins. No mention of
these behaviors was discussed in the brochures or documentation, although other users have
reported similar problems.

Because of this, some users that I know have decided to avoid the headaches associated with
these upgrades, and simply move from Girlfriend 4.0 to Girlfriend 5.0. Unfortunately, this is not
without peril as either, as all traces of Girlfriend 4.0 must be removed from the system before
attempting installation of 5.0. Even then, Girlfriend 5.0 will repeatedly run system checks
(usually in the background, and often late at night when the system is asleep) to find evidence of
previous versions. To cap it off, Girlfriend 5.0 has a nag feature reminding about the advantages
of upgrading to Wife 1.0.

However, I do like some of the features that are being planned to be included in the upcoming
Girlfriend 5.1 release. They include a “‘Don’t remind me again’ button, a minimize button, a
shutdown feature and an install shield feature so that Girlfriend 5.1 can be completely
uninstalled if necessary (so you don’t lose cache and other objects).

Unfortunately, since I've already upgraded to Wife 1.0, I don’t think I will be able to take
advantage of any of these new features, unless they are included in the next Mistress release.
But, of course, there is a whole raft of problems associated with the use of Mistress 1.0 and Wife
1.0 on the same system - most notable are system conflicts and continual disk thrashing, which
starts shortly after Wife 1.0 detects Mistress 1.0. Interestingly enough, all versions of
FamilyLawyer still work fine.

Finally, Wife 1.0 apparently deletes all MSMoney files before uninstalling itself; following that,
Mistress 1.1 will refuse to install, claiming insufficient resources. I personally find all these new
tools and conflicts to be too confusing and time consuming.

I'm sticking with Dog 1.0. It slobbers and chews up the paper, but all in all these bugs are
tolerable. It is simple to operate and we get along fine.
